Note whether the whole, or just a part of the place, garden, front fence, outbuildings, fixtures, furniture, works of art, decorative finishes, machinery etc are included, or whether a later addition or even a whole interior is not. An indication of the curtilage should be made. A location plan/site plan where relevant, and plan of buildings should be attached.

CATEGORY:

HISTORY:

Footnotes or endnotes cannot be used as these cannot be transmitted electronically and are not acceptable to Heritage Victoria. Instead quote references in the body of the report. For example: “The outer stations were scattered throughout the colony and were ration depots usually located on the stations of the local guardian for Aborigines. (M.F. Christie. Aborigines in Colonial Victoria 1835-86. Sydney University Press, 1979. P. 170)”

CONTEXTUAL HISTORY 

This is a background history of the area, or the type of place or object.

HISTORY OF PLACE

COMPARISON:

Footnotes can be used, or direct referencing. A discussion of places that are a similar type, or by the same designer, and the significance of this place when compared with them.
