· Kokoda Memorial Track/1000 Steps – Betty reported from Judy Turnham (PV) proposals may not go ahead if grants do not eventuate.  Small café currently operated by same operator as Sky High.  We will continue to follow up.  
· Land between Glenfern Road, New Road & Ferny Creek, Ferntree Gully – proposed 7 lot subdivision and housing development.  Council unanimously rejected the proposal and is behind raising funds for public purchase.  Objectors very pleased.  No news if developers plan to go to VCAT.  We will continue to monitor and follow up.

· Heritage Study – May be further update at Heritage Network meeting on 19th February.

We will continue to follow up.

· Belgrave Township Heritage Precinct – going to Planning Panel in February.

· Carrington Court, Lysterfield – Application for “single” dwelling in subdivision on ridgeline in part of Carrington Estate.  Very large building.  Issues may be impact on ridgeline.  Still to follow up with Knox Council.

· 1 Winscombe Ave, Tecoma – Nothing further from Council.  Concern has been expressed that some trees may have already been removed.  We will continue to monitor and respond.

· Birdsland, Belgrave South – Betty reported on a Master Plan being prepared by John Patrick & Assoc. hired by Council.  Concern about “replanting” as the pasture is historically important and it may create a fire trap.  The House needs a caretaker and its future is not decided.  A “work in progress”.  We will monitor and comment on if necessary  

· Tan Track, Sherbrooke/Ferny Creek – opening of restored track on 19th January.  Betty attended (Dianne unable) and reported that in spite of concerns previously expressed about the works carried out, it is ok and at least has brought the Track back into use.
· National Trust Classified places – Ray suggested a flyer listing places that could be visited such as Jorgensen’s, Burnham Beeches/Nicholas Gardens (referral from Tourist Centre).

Please contact Ray if you would like to assist to make up something to be considered.

· Membership – Jan reported only one member responded to the note in the Newsletter.  The Branch currently has 25 paid up members.
