About Tasma Gallery
The gallery’s location is in a busy central city location close to public transport set in a precinct that is bounded by the State Parliament; St Paul’s Cathedral, and the Fitzroy Gardens.  

Tasma Terrace was completed in time for the 1888-89 International Exhibition and has been rooming house, private residence, a home for itinerant men and a mushroom farm. 

The National Trust took over the premises in the 1970s and has run its operations from this location ever since.  It has now re-purposed rooms on the ground floor of one terrace into a contemporary art space.
The 40 square metre space has white walls, natural fibre floor coverings, natural light and dimmable track lighting. See attached plan. A glass conservatory is available for functions and launches.

Exhibition Selection
Applicants will be selected by the National Trust Curatorial team in response to Victoria and Australia’s cultural, environmental and built heritage and landscape.
Gallery Hire / Rates
The Trust offers the Gallery at a hire rate of $300 per week. 
Gallery Conditions
· The Gallery is staffed by the Trust 5 days a week – Monday to Friday 9 am to 5 pm
· The Trust will promote the exhibition to its membership via e-newsletters and The Victorian Trust News publication

· The Trust will promote the exhibition via a press release to media agencies
· The Trust can collect buyers contact details for the artist to arrange transactions
· Exhibitors must warrant that they have the right to exhibit the work as the sole creator or on behalf of the creator or copyright holders
· Exhibitions are offered for 6 week duration
· Insurance will be provided for works when exhibited in the gallery

· The Trust does not take commissions on sales, and the artist is responsible for all financial transactions with the buyers

· Artists are asked to install and deinstall their exhibitions within 3 days
· Work cannot  be nailed or mounted directly onto the walls

· The Launch to be organised and catered etc. by the artists, venue provided by the Trust

· Invitations and marketing collateral are the responsibility of the artist
· The Trust will print a room list and other wayfinding signage

· Exhibitors must leave the Gallery in its original condition

· No storage facilities are available
